THE FORCED LOAN.
‘The Vienna correspondent of The London Times writes
as follows : .
¢ Some interesting details have reached me relative to
the way in which the loan will be raised. Each separate
crowrland, according to its population, wealth and general
resources, will be obliged to take a certain share, and the
Staotholder of each province has received instructions how
to proceed. His duty will be to see that the loan is appor-
tioned in such a wa) that every inhabitant of the crown-
land shall be obliged to take as much of the loan as his
circumstances will permit. The provinces aro politically
divided into circles, districts and communities. The
Stadtholder will apportion to each circle the sum which it
has to take, the authorities of the circle will then act in
the same way toward the various districts, the districts
to the communities, and the latter to individuals. The
ersons on whom the greatest demands will be made are the
anded proprietors, both of low and high degree, the rich
conventual estublishments, the clergy, bankers, mor-
chants, &c. In order that the people may well under-
stand what is intended, a pamphlet, written 1n a popular
style, will be put into circulation, by which it will become
evident to the meanest capacities that, if the loan is not
voluntarily taken, a regular forced loan will be made or
heavier taxes levied. Although the sum required is so
large, no financier doubts that it will be raised within the
empire without any great difficulty. As it is well known
here that the whole debt of the State to the Bank, with the
exception of the original loan of eighty millions, is to be
paid, and that then the latter will be forced to set aside a
certain part of its profits for the purchase of precious met-
alg, the public displays great confidence. Indeed, some
of our first bankers and money-changers assure me that
the tendency is rather to purchase than to sell stock.”

From New-Orleans papers of July 26.

The U. S. Mail steamship Orizaba, Capt. Forbes,
reached the wharf early this morning, having left Vera
Cruz on the 22d, at 10 A. M. She brings fifteen days later
intelligence, our dates being to the 22d from Vera Cruz,
and to the 17¢h inst. from the City of Mexico.

We find no intelligence whatever in the Mexican papers
from Acapulco, nor is the reported death of Alvarez re-
ferred to in any way. The only item that we find in our
exchanges in relation to the revolution in the South is &
paragraph in the Eco del Comercio of the 21st, stating that
an express from Omotepec to the Governor of Oajaca
brought advices that Capt. Salerdo had had another en-

agement with the insurgents ‘at Ayutla. With 250 sol-
giers and 50 country people he attacked the insurgents,
who were 400 strong, and after killing several and captur-
ing some arms, he put them to flight.

%‘he information in regard to the Jalisco and Michoacan
insurgents is also very slight. The official journal of
Michoacan statesthat the Supreme Government had offered
a free pardon to all who would lay down their arms and
come in, and that Don Rafael Guerrera had received a full

ardon.

The scarcity of food in Tabasco is so great that the
Governor has asked contributions from Yucatan, and per-
misgion from the Supreme Government to import corn
from abroad.

The locust plague that had disappeared in some parts of
the South has reappeared in several places in great num-
bers. A famine throughout the southern part of Mexico
was feared. In several places the Governors had ordered
every adult male to plantin corn a certain quantity of land.

MicHoACAN.—A ruffior was current at Guanajuato that
the Queretaro cavalry, which had been sent against the
rebels of Michoacan, had been defeated by the latter. In
order to show the inaccuracy of this report the Labaro
Querataro has published the official report of M. Manuel
Escadero, commander of the cavalry. The report, which
is dated trom Morelia on the 23d of June, informs us, in
effect, that a small detachment had been surprised and de-
feated by the insurgents, who had captured Capt. Agastia
Enriquez de Larati and seized a load of tobacco; that a re-
enforcement of twenty-five foot soldiers was also attacked
and defeated by the insurgents, but that in a few moments
after the main body of-the cavalry, having arrived on the
ipot, completely routed the rebels and recovered their

ooty.

’l‘h);z official journal of Michoacan, in its issues of the
1&th and 22d of June, gives us further details on the posi-
tion of the Department.

It announces the arrival and departure of the Queretaro
cavalry, of which we have been speaking, in pursuit of the
rebels. It then speaks of the ¢ garilla’’ Pueblita, so called
from the name of its-chief. This is the same body that
appeared at Tristaran, in the action which we have de-
tailed above, against the cavalry of Queretaro. The official
