DerPARTMENT OF STATE, Washington, June 3, 1854,

Sir : I presume an order will be sentout by the steamer
which wilPleave New-York on the 5th instant for San Juan
1o discharge the men who were employed by Mr. Borland
for the proteetion of the life and property of American citi-
zens at that place. One of our armed vessels will be or-
dered to visit San Juan. The conduct of the people there
towards our citizens has attracted the attention of this Gov-
ernment, and will not be passed unnoticed. The inhabit-
ants of that place will be expe?d to make reparation for
the wrongs and outrages they have committed. The case
stated in your communication to this Department of the
¥5th ultimo presents a wrong which requires immediate
reparation. As the pretented authorities of the town have
volunteered to protect those who had stolen the property
of the Accessory Transit Co., when brought within the ter-

: n_'gr-ies over which they assume to exercise authority, they
w

be held respﬁ)nsible to the amount thereof, and to make
due reparation therefor. Youwilllose no time in notifying
them that this Government will require a restoration of or
payment for the property taken to their town, and all dam-
msustained by their outrageous conduct in preventing the
pany from repossessing itself of it. In other respects
sheir conduct has been such toward our citizens as to re-
quire the interposition of this Government for obtaining
redress, and it is expected the pcople at that place will be
prepared to make it in a satisfactory manner. I shall com-
municate with you more fn]ldy on this subject bZ the oppor-
tonity which will be afforded by the national ship about to
be sent to San Juan.

DEPARTMENT OF STATE, Wa.shitﬁton, June 9, 1854,

Sir: Commander Hollins of the United States Navy,
will immediately proceed in a national ship to San Juan
de Nicaragua, for the purpose in part indicated in my com-
munication to you of the 3d inst.

The rumor which has just reached here embarrasses the
Government in indicating the course which it will he proper
for him to pursue on arriving at that place. It is said that
the pretended political and civil authority at that place is
dissolved. Should this prove to be true, there will be no
organized body upon which a demand for redress can be
made, or from which a proper indemnity for injuries or in-
sults can be received. Buy the individuals who have par-
ﬁoipate%)in the infliction of the wrongs cannot escape from

ilities resulting from the conduct of the late po-
litical organization at that place.

You were instructed in my former letter to notify the
pett)gle of San Juan to regn.n' the injury they have caused
to the Accessory Transit Company by withholding from it
the property which had been siolen and taken to San
Juan, and by protecting the persons who were guilty of
the felony. It is hoped that the town will have adjusted
the matter to the entire satisfaction of the Company;
and in that way Commander Hollins will be relievetf from
the disagreeable necessiﬁv of taking any action in regard
to that subject. You will, on the arrival of Commander
Hollins, explain to him what has been done in that matter.

Mr. Borland, our Minister to Central America, has re-

resented to this Government that, while recently at San
uan, he was insulted by the authorities or people of that
lace. An indignity offered to the nation, as well as to
im individually, cannot be permitted to pass unnoticed.
If done by order of the authorities of the place, they
must answer for it in their assumed political character.
Nothing short of an apology for the outrage will save the
flace from the infliction that such an act justly merits.
t is expected that this apology will be promptly made,
and satisfactory assurances given to Commander Hollins
of future good conduct toward the United States and
public functionaries who may in future be at that place.

If the outrage was committed by lawless individuals,
without the aut oritglor connivance of the town, then it is
elenl} the duty of those who exercise the civil power at
San Juan to inflict upon them exemplary puaishment.
The neglect to bring them to justice is assuming, on the

of the nominal magistrates there, the responsibility

r the acts of these individuals. In such a case, not to
punish is an implied sanction of the acts of the transgres-
sors. It is hoped that the authorities will be prepared to
satisfy Commander Hollins that they have done what was
in>umbent on them in the way of bringing the offenders to
Ppunishment.

You will confer freely with Commander Hollins, and
furnish bim with all the information you possess in relation
%0 the condition of things at San Juan.

Instructions to Commander Hollins.

NavY DEPARTMENT, June 10, 1834,

Sir: The Government has recently received intelli-
gence that the interests of our countrymen require the
presence of a national vessel at San Juan, or Greytown,
and from your experience in that region, and confidence
in your energy and prudence, and in pursuance of the
wishes of the President, the Degartment hag concluded to
direct that you proceed with the Cyane to that port so
8oon as she can be fully ready for the cruise.

The property of the American eitizens interested in the
Accessory Transit Company, it is said, has been unlaw-
fully detained by persons residing in Greytown. Appre-
hension is felt that further outrages will be committed.
Our Minister, Mr. Borland, has been treated with rude-
ness and disrespect. :

You will, however, learn from Mr. Fabens, Commercial
Agent at Greytown, more particularly the conduct of those
geople, and the views of our Government, which have

een communicated to him from the State Department.
You will consult with him freely, and ascertain the true
state of the facts,

Now, it is very desirable that these people should be
taught that the United States will not tolerate these out-
rages, and that they have the power and the determination
to check them. It is, however, very muchto be hoped
that you can effect the purposes of “your visit without a
resort to violence and destruction of property and loss of
¥ife. The presence of your vessel will, no doubt, work
much good. The Department reposes much in your pru-
dence and good sense.

Form¢r dispatches have acquainted you with the pecu-
liar &oliﬁcal position of this town, and of the relations of
our Government to it. You will remain there no longer
than you may deem necessary, as it is & warm and un-
healthy climate. You will advise the Department of your
movements, and after leaving Greytown you will touch
at Pensacola, and receive orders from Commodore New-
ton there, if not earlier, as you will constitute a part of
his squadron. ?

E Sir: 1have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of
your letter of yesterday. In replg, I have to observe that,
in accordance with instructions from the Department of
State at Washington, bearing date June 3, 1854, I notified
the people of San Juan del Norte that the United States
Government would demand of them payment for the pro-
perty feloniously taken by and with their countenance and
consent from the Accessory Transit Company, and all
dumages sufiered and 10 be suffered by the said company
in consequence thereof. I further rénewed the demand

already made by the said company for outrages committed
upon their property in March, 1853, To this notice and
demand (copy of which I herewith aunnex, marked A) no
official reply has been given; butI have incidentally
learned that the people of the town have fully decided not
to accede to any demands of the Transit Company or
Government of the United States as reparation for wxongs
by them committed. A second demand for satisfaction
was made yesterday evening, ilcop herewith annexed,
marked B,) which is now in the hands of the people. I
learn from the late acting Mayor that the demand for re-
dress therein made will not be complied with. ¥
As regards the insult offered to Mr. Borland, our Minis-
ter to Central America, I have to inform you that, so far
from any apology having been offered by the town or its
authorities, or any steps having been taken to bring the
perpetrators thereof to justice, the chief actors and insti-
gators are now in undisputed possession of the town, its
arms and ammunition, and they (the people of the town)
are thus virtually countenancing and approving the indig-
nity to the present mom?nl%.

GENTLEMEN: I am instructed by the Government of the
United States at Washington to notify you that the said
Government will require of the pretended authorities ‘‘ of
‘“thie town of San Juan del Norte, restoration of or pay-
‘““ment for the property brought within the territories
“over which they assume to exercise authority,” as set
forth in the protest of Mr. Scott, general agent of the Ac-
cessory Transit Company, dated May 12, 1854, ““and all
‘‘ damages sustained by their outrageous conduct in pre-
‘“venting the said company from repossessing itself of it.”

I do therefore hereby demand of you immediate restora-
tion of the aforesaid property. I am not prepared to put
an estimate upon it at this momeut, or to name the amount
of damages suffered by the Transit Company in consequence
of your outrageous cgnduct toward their agent and em-
ployés while endeavoring to retake possession of the same,
and upon subsequent occasions connected therewith. It is
expected that for this, as well as for their conduct in other
refpects toward American citizens, the people of the town
wiﬁ) be prepared to afford redress in a satisfactory manner..
There is likewise and outstanding claim of the Accessory
Transit Company versus the acting authorities of San Juan
del Norte for the sum of $8,000, as a remuneration for the
logs sustained by the Company in consequence of the de-

siruction of their bui]ding on Point Arenas, in the month of *

March, 1853, by the said acting authorities, which claim
was duly presented by Abraham Banker, agent of said
company, on the 25th of June, 1853,

I have now, acting
in concert with Commander Hollins, of the Uuited States
ehip Cyane, at present in this harbor, to demand of you

‘immediate payment of the sum of sixteen thousand doliars,

which has been adjudged to be the proper sum for you to

ay for the said property and the grossoutrages perpetrated
gy you upon the persons of American citizens, as set forth
in protests of Mr. Scott of the 12th May last, copies of
which ha 7e already been served upon you.

There is likewise a claim of the Accessory Transit Com-
any wversus the acting authorities of San J)t,mn del Norte,
or the sum of eiﬁht thousand dollars, as specified in my

letter to you of the 24th ult. This you will be likewise ex-
pected to pay forthwith.

For the indignity offered to the United States of Ame-
rica in the conduct of the authorities and people of this
town toward their Minister, Mr. Borland, while recently in
this place, nothing short of an apology promptly made,
and satisfactory assurances given to Commander Hollins
of future good behavioron the part of the said authorities
and people toward the United States and her public func-
tionaxies who may in future be here, will save the place
from the infliction which its late acts justly merit.

Sir: Ihave the honor to acknowledge the receipt of
your communication of this date, in reference to the un-
successful result of the demands of the Government of
the United States upon the town of San Juan del Norte.

It is with deep regret I find myself compelled, in ebedi-
ence to my orders, to make use of the force at my com-
mand for the purpose of enforcing the demand of our Gov-
ernment, and obtaining that reparation so justly due for
the outrages committed.

Inclosed I have prepared a proclamation, setting forth
my determination and the course I shall pursue, which
will be posted in the public places of the town you may
designate as proper.

Any assistance you may require for the purpose of re-
moving the archives .of the Commercial Agency, &c.,
will be furnished at your request.

PROCLAMATION.
To all men to whom these presents shall come, or to whom
they may concern, greeting:

Know ye, that whereas certain gross outrages have at

times been ‘penetrated by the ¢ authorities” (so
called) and people of San Juan del Norte upon the persons
and property of American citizens at that place and vicin-
ity; and, whereas, a serious insult and indignity has been
offered to the United States inthe conduct of the said au-
thorities and people toward Mr. Borland, United States
Minister to Central America, for which outrage and insult
no indemnity has been given and no satisfactory reply re-
turned to demands already made:

Now, therefore, I, George N. Hollins, commander of the
United States sloop-of-war Cyane, by virtue of my instruc-
tions from the United States Government at Washington,
do hereby solemnly proclaim and declare that if the de-
mands for satisfaction in the matters above-named, speci-
fied in the letter of Mr. Fabens, United States Commercial
Agent, dated 11th inst., are not forthwith complied with, I
shall, at 9 o’clock A. Nf., of to-morrow, 13th inst., proceed
to bombard the town of San Juan del Norte aforesaid, to
the end that the rights of our country and citizens may be
vindicated, and as a lguarantee for future protection.

UNITED STATES SHIP CYANE, (at anchor,)}
HARBOR SAN JUuAN DEL NORTE, Nicaragua, July 16, 1854,

Sir : IThave the honor to report my arrival at this port
on the 11th inst., after a tedious Eassage of twenty-two
days. On the 28th ult., when off the Bermudas, the small

ox, in its most virulent form, made its appearance on
Board, in the person of one of the crew, who is now in a
precarious condition. The usual measures have been
taken to prevent, if possible, the extension of the disease,
which I hope may prove successful.

Immedintely on my arrival I communicated with Mr.
Joseph W. Fabens, the representative of the United
States at this place, and delivered into his hands the dis-

atch forwarded through me from the Hon. W. L. Marcy,

ecretary of the Department of State, of which I had been
honored with a copy. After due consultation with Mr.
Fabens, I learned the demand made by him, by order ot
the State Department, upon the town of San Juan, had
not only been treated with contempt, but threats of future
violence toward American citizens and property were
publicly made, if an opportunity should offer.” After
due deliberation, it was thought expedient to make
a final demand upon the inhabitants for an indemnity for
injuries sustained by citizens of the United States, and for
an apology of a satisfactory character for the insult recent-
ly given to Mr. Borland, our Minister to Central America.

]gn accordance with this decision, Mr. Fabens was
directed to communicate with the agents of the Transit
Company, and determine upon the amount of indemnity
commensurate with their losses, and the sum of $16,000
was agreed upon as the smallest sum admissable under
the circumstances, which, with a previous demand already
made of $8,000, made the sum total of $24,000. From
my knowledge of the injuries, &ec., sustained, and the fu-
ture detriment of the Company, &c., this sum seemed to
be no more than just. I directed 3Mr. Fabens to make a
last appeal to the peo'fle of San Juan before decisive
measures were taken. This was done on the afternoon of
the 11th inst., as will be seen in his communication dated
12th inst., with its contents in answer to mine of the day
preceding.

As the result of the demand was entirely unsatis-
factory, in my answer to Mr. Fabens, to his com-
munication, I inclosed him a copy of a proclamation to
the people of the town, which was posted in the most pub-
lic places, and perused by all. Shortly after, on the morn-
ing of the 12th, as an earnest of my intentions, asset forth
in the proclamation, at the request of Mr. Fabens,
a guard of marines and seamen, under- the, com-
mand of Lieutenants Pickering and Fauntleroy, were
ordered on shore, to secure the arms amd ammuni-
tion, as an eviders disposition was existing among
the people to make an improper use of them; and also to
assist and protect Mr. Fabens and others in the removal of
theéir pr(()iperty. . /

This duty was quickly performed by the officers of
the command, and e arms, &c., deposited on
Point Arenas, in charge of the agent of the Transit Com-
pany, to await future disposition. At the same time, for-
eigners generally, and those favorable to the United States,
were notified that a steamer would be in readiness on the
morning of the day of the bombardment, to convey such
as were disposed to a place of safety.

Commander and Lieut. Jolly, of her Britannic Majesty’s
schooner Bermuda, at anchor in this harbor, was also no-
tified by me, in person, of my intentions on the morrow,
and a tender of assistance was made to him, for the puar-

ose of removing any property or persons of Great Britain.
’}his offer was met by his communication, and responded
to as in my letter.

such as were disposed to take advantage of the op-
portunity. A few only accepted the Plgoﬁ‘areg assistance,
and were conveyed to Point Arenas. 'The majority of the
inhabitants, either from fright or a wish to set at defiance
the threats made against the town, had le(t or were willing
to remain and risk the consequences. I had hoped the
show of determination on the part of the ship would, at
this stage of the proceedings. have brought about a satis-
factory adjustment of the differences in" questiod, but &
total disregard and contempt toward the Government of
the United States determined me to execute my threat to
the letter. A

At9 A. M., on the morning of the 13th inst., our batte-
ries were opéned on the town, with shot aud shells, for three
quarters of an hour, followed by an intermission of the
same time, when tbeg were opened again for half an hour,
followed by a second intermission of three hours; at the
expiration of this interval the firing was recommenced,
aud continued for 20 minutes, when the bombardment
ceased. The obg'lect of these several intervals in the bom-
bardment, was that an OY‘portunity to treat and satisfacto-
rily arrange matters might be furnished the inhabitants of
the town. No advantage was taken of the consideration
shown them, and at 4 o’clock, P. M., a command under
Lieuts. Pickering and Fauntleroy was sent on shore with
orders to complete the destruction of the town by fire.

The property of Mr. de Barwell, a Frenchman, was di-
rected to be exempted from the destruction if possible, as
I had learned he had protested and held himself alcof as
far as possible against any codperation with the town’s
people, or pretended authorities of San Juan.

The town was thus destroyed for the
part in the short space of two hours. No lives
were lost, although an attack was made by
an armed garty on the. command of Lieutenaats
Pickering and Fauntleroy, but on the volley being re-
turned the attacking party fled. The shots were returned
more for the purpose of frightening than destroying life,
and had the desired effect. The execution done by our T
shot and shells amounted to the almost total destruction of
the buildings, but it was thought best to make the punish-
ment of such a character as to inculcate a lesson never to
be forgotten by those who have for so long a time set at
defiance all warnings, and satisfy the whole world that the
United States have the power and determination to enforce
that reparation and respect due them as a Government, in
whatever (fuarter the outrages may be committed.

The royal mail packet Dee arrived ia the harbor during the
conflagration of the town, but left immediately, taking
with Ler in tow H. B. M. schooner Bermuda, thus leav-
ing the Englich subjects referred to in the communication
of Commander Jolly without any assistance should it be
required. No communication from Commaunder Jolly of
the Bermuda was made with the Cyane prior to his depart-
ure; but I am informed he carried with him a number of
the principal participators in the outrages that have been
committed by the town of San Juan, and among them the
former mayor, a Mr. Martin.

I shall, in accoraance with the order of the department,
leave this place immediately for Boston direct, geing sat-
isfied the d%partment will sanction this course, taking into
consideration the application of Mr. Fabens and the pres-
ent unseaworthy condition of the Cyane and the condition
of the crew, favorable to the development of fever by a
p]:-otmcted stay in a warm climate at this early season of
the year.

I Kave incidentally learned that the remains of Purser
Ashmun, interred at this place some two years since, have
not received that attention a decent respect for the dead
would seem to demand, and I have, therefore, taken the
liberty to exhume them for transportation to the North,
being satisfied the step will be gratifying to the friends of
the deceased, and wil? meet with the approbation of the
department.

ermit me to call the attention of the Department to the
handsome and orderly manner in which the officers and
crew of the ship I have the honor to command have exe-
cuted all orders and duties assigned them during our re-
cent difficulties. None could have done better. Imay
also refer to the attention and kindness of the agents of
the Transit Company toward the ship and such unfortu-
nates of Sun Juan as were worthy of their hospitality and
kindly offers. Hoping the course I have pursued in rela-
tion to the affairs of this place, and my intention of pro-
ceeding direct to the north, may meet with the unqualified
approval of the Department, I will bring my communica-
tion to a close, respectfully asking orders in company with
Mr. Fabens to Washington, on the announcement of the
arrival of the ship by telegraph.

Reply of Commander Hollins.
UniTeD STATES SHIP CYANE, (at anchor,)

DeaTH oF Two OLp MEN.—The death of Pardon Salis-
bury and Payton Dana, two of the oldest men in this city,
was recorded in our issue of Saturday.

During the Revolutionary war Hagar was a cook
in Weed's Tavern, and her husband, George Dykins, was
hostler in the same establishment. Hagar useg to relate
that she once cooked a dinner for Gen. Washington when
he stopped at the tavern while on his way to Cambridge,
Mass., the headquarters of the American army, in June,
1775.

DEEP PLOWING.
To the Editor of The N. Y. Tridbune.

SiR: I have just read your article on plowing,
wkhich I indorse by relating a fact in my own experi-
ence. After serving my apprenticeship in a country
store, and without any practical knowledge of farming
or reading on the subject, (this was 36 years ago,
when boys in the back-woods rarely saw anything in
print on the subject, ) I commenced farming. ~ My first
attempt was in a field ot twenty acres, which for
years had been managed, or rather mismanaged, by
one of that class of plowmen to which you refer. The
s0il was a sandy loam, a light soil, and had always
been tilled on the surface, without any manure or
clever. I commenced plowing it in June, and plowed
deep. The old farmers in the neighborhood inquired
what I was geing+to do with it? I replied, sow it with
wheat. Poor boy, said they, you know nothing about
farming; you are just throwing away your labor
and your seed. That land cannot grow wheat. Why
it’s 5o poor that mullen wont grow on it. Take our
advice, and don’t waste your time and money by sow-
ing wheat on that land. I rejected their advice,
plowed my ground deep three times, rolled my seed in
plaister, and sowed it; in the spring sowed plaister
broadcast at the rate of half bushel to the acre. The
result was, though not a great crop, yet the best in
the township; 300 bushels of good wheat and the next
season the white clover, which came in without seed,
afforded a fine crop of Hay, and left the ground in
good order for another crop of wheat. If I had fol-
lowed the example of my predecessor, plo three
inches deep and sowed buckwheat, I might have got 100

bushels, and my ground been left poorer than ever.

It grew out of a colored
boy having deceived one of the Virginians, for which he
smacked his jaw with his hand; when the father of tho
boy, a very large and powerful man, who was by and saw
him strike the blow, seized a stick of wood and then an
axe, and attacked the Virginian, when he drew his dirk,
and the trifling matter ripened into a violent fracas. '

One of the Virginians was knocked down, while one of
the colcred men had his face terribly bruised and puffed
about his eye during the fracas, in which, if I mistake
not, the three Virginians were involved, and most of the
colored men, before it terminated. After the fracas the
head waiter &also a colored man) frequently went to the
landlord and pressed him to get him to turn the Virgin-
iang out of the house that night; but he refused, stating
that they themselves had said they would leave the next
morning, and he was satisfied they would.

their attorney $250 and the costs of court. The money
was generously advanced by the landlord of the house
where the affray occurred.

THE CHOLERA AT CHICAGO.

Correspondence of The N. Y. Tribune.
CHICAGO, Saturday, July'29, 1854.

I notice THE TRIBUNE’S doubting comments upon
the letter of a Chicago correspondent who attempts to
cosrect the misrepresentations that have gone abroad
respecting the health of this city, and am assured you
thereby do injustice to us. ¢

The telegraphic reports you have published and the
verbal reports circulated by some badly-frightened fu-
gitives are all without foundation. Instead of from
100 to 300 cases per day, the highest number of deaths
from cholera here in one day was29. In 1849, with
23,000 population, the highest number of deaths in one
day was 26. Our population now exceeds 70,000.

‘We have suffered more from panic than cholera.
These iwo diseases broke out simultaneously during a
succession of extremely hot weather, and as the latter
attacked two or three of our prominent citizens, con-
sternation seized the survivors. It was the unexpect-
ness of the appearance of the disease more than its
virulence that created alarm.

I believe the disease is more general throughout the
North this season than ever before, and that we have
not suffered so bad—except in reputation—as many of
our neighbors. The fatality at Buffalo and Niagara
Falls is well known. For twelve days of the present
month the deaths at Detroit, for a population of 40,000,
were 314.  On the same days, the deaths in this city
were 334, for a population of 70,000. Please do some-

| thing to counteract the effect of these false and injuri-

' DISASTER ON LAKE ONTARIO.

About 7 o’clock on Saturday evening a life-boat, con-
taing eleyen persons, eame into this port and the passen-
gers landed at Charlotte. - They proved to be the captaia,
some passengers, and a portion of the crew of the propel-
ler Boston, which was sunk in Lake Ontario on Fri ay
night. C%Et. McNett of Boston gives the following par-
ticulars: The Boston was from Chicago, bound to Ogdens-
burgh, laden with pork, corn, whisky, and other produce,
and hdd about twenty-eight soulson board, being the
crew and some friends of the captain, including his fam-
ily. She came into Lake Ontario on Friday, from the

elland Canal, and was steering directly through the
lake for the St. Lawrence. About 12 o’clock on Friday
night, when fifteen or twenty miles off Oak Orchard, and
some fifty miles from this port, the propeller came in col-
lision with a three-masted ship, and so severe were the in-
Jjuries sustained by the former that she sunk in twenty
minutes after the accident occurred. Three boats belong-
ing to the propeller were immediately lowered, and the
captain, his family, and others, to the number of eleven,”
left the steamer in one, which arrived here as above
stated. It is supposed that all on board the propeller were
saved in the others, though on this point nothing definite
is known, The captain does not know the name of the
vessel with which he came in_ eollision, or what damage
she sustained; the wind blowing from the west, and he
made for this port with his boat. The persons who landed
at Charlotte were much exhausted from exposure, but
were kindly cared for by the citizens of that place, and
some of our citizens who happened to be there when she
came in. Among those who kindly aided them, our in-
formant gives us the names of Capt. Sflencer, Ralph Fran-
cis and P. B. Cook of Charlotte, ex-Mayor Williams and
the Messrs. Wilder of this citIy.

In our opinion
it will not benefis'the South one iota; in fact, we fear we
shall lose territory south of 36° 30’, and have no hopes of
gaining an{ north thereof; yetitis proper as a matter of
Justice, right and prineiple. At this juncture Judge Har-
ris and a member from South Carolina, we believe, at-
tacked the bill with much power, argument and sarcasm,
demonstrating that its passage could be of no benefit to the
South as a coup de main whereby to draw on northern sup-
port. Large numbers of the speeches were sent north, and
the result was the pass!}ge of the bill—no doubt the cha
of tactics on the part of the South having influence.. Un-
der the circumstances Judge Harris did not vote at all, yet
we understand had his vote been necessary to secure’its
passage that he would have voted for it.” a3

THE MURDER TRIAL IN FRANKLIN COUNTY.— The Ma-
lone Palladium is filled with the proceedings of the trial
of Bickford for the murder of Secor, in June, 1853, The
report brings the testimony in the case down to Wednes-
day forenoon, 26th ult., when the evidence on the part of
the prosecution was closed. The defense commeneced in
the afternoon. It was expected the trial would consume
the whole of last week, and perhaps a portion of this.
The Palladéum says: '

‘‘ Throughout the whole trial, which has lasted eight
days, the prisoner has sat unmoved, and has never once
manifesteg the slightest anxiety or concern. Not a muscle
has been moved, or a nerve shaken, or countenauce

THE LATE MURDER OF A LONG-SH OREMAN.

Coroner Hilton yesterday held an inquest at the New-
York Hospital upon the body of Michael Coyne, the Long-
thoreman who was so brutally beaten on Sunday night,
on pier 14 N. R., and who died the following-day. A
rigid investigation was instituted when it appeared in
evidence that one Nicholas Dunn, a hand ‘on board the
Philadelphia steamboat Knickerbocker, was quarreling
with Coyne on the above pier on Sunday night when he
called for help, upon which, John Cochrane, a hand on
the same steamboat, struck deceased upon:the head with
a piece of wood called a capstan bar. Some persons inter-
fered, but the, assault was persisted in until the deceased
lay senseless and bleeding upon the wharf. These facts
were proven by several witnesses, two of whom were fe-
tained by the Coromer. Cochrane was arrested a few
hours after the assault was committed and is now in prison.
Dunnhas thus far elnded the Police but is supposed to be
ou board the steamer, which will probably arrive from
Philadelphia to-day. The Coroner’s Jury rendered the
following verdict: ‘“That deceased came to his death by
“Dblows from a capstan bar jnflfeted by John Cochrane
‘“on the evening of .July 30, 1854,  on pier 14 N. R.
¢ Further we find that hands on board the steamboat:
“Kennebec were parties to the same.” Deceased was
a native of Ireland, 22 years of age.

Coroner
Ball, of Brooklyn, summoned a jury yesterday afternoon,
and a post-mortem examination was made by Dr. Brady..
