HORRIBLE TRAGEDY AT THE ST. NICHO-
LAS HOTEL.

MURDER OF COL. L%RING OF CALIFORNIA.

About half-past 5 o’clock this morning Col. Loring of
California, who was sojourning with his family at the St.
Nicholas Hotel, was stabbed by a sword in the hands of
Dr. R. M. Graham of New-Orleans, and almost instantly
killed. 4 \

The particulars of this lamentable affair as near as we
could ascertain, are as follows: Dr. Graham was drunk
on Tuesday night and was making considerable noise
about the hotel, when the Eighth Ward Police were called
in to arrest him, but at the solicitation af some of his
friends, who promised to take charge of him and not
allow him to go out into_the street again that night, no

| further notice was taken of the matter by the police.

By some means or ather Graham managed to get out,
and at an early hour this morning he returned to the hotel
in a state bordering on insanity from the effects of the li-
quor he had taken. Graham made his way up stairs and
‘commenced walking up and down the hall near the apart-
ments of Col. Loring, making noises of no very agreeable
character.

The Colonel came out of his room and requested Gra-
ham to desist from making such hideous noise, as it dis-
turbed and annoyed his wife very seriously, after which
he again returned to his apartments. :

Graham still continued his uproarious conduct whan
Col. L. came out a second time and repeated his request—
and while expostulating with him, Graham suddenly drew
a long sword from a cane which he carried, and plunged
it into Loring’s body, killing him almost instantly.

Before medical aid could be summoned Col. Loring ex-

4 The scene which followed this terrible tragedy was la-
mentable in the extreme, and forseveral hours afterward
the greatest confusion prevailed throughout the hotel.

Graham was immediately apprehended by Furman
Staye, the private officer of the hotel, and taken to the
Eighth Ward Station House, where he was locked up to
await the action of the Coronerin the matter.

An inquest will be held upon the body of the deceased
this afternoon.

Dr. Graham is said to have a family at the hotel.

SERIOUS FRACAS AMONG IRISH CATHO-
LICS.

A disturbance of a most serious character occurred last
evening in Thirteenth-st. It appears that a Catholic
priest named Mahoney called to see the wife of Thomas
Gallager, an Irish blacksmith; who was sick at her resi-
dence in Thirteenth-st., near Avenue A, when Gallager re-
fused him admittance. The priest persisted, and Gallager
knocked him senseless upon the door-steps. An alarm was
created, and several Irish Catholics in the vicinity went in
pursuit of Gallager, swearing that they would have his life
for his treatment of the meddling priest. They beat the
poor fellow savagely, and would have carried their threats
into execution hut for'the interference of the Seventeenth
‘Ward Police. The women were as savagely inclined as
the men, and one of them, who gave her name as Margaret
Buckley, was arrested.

The men arrested were Peter Collins, Peter Burns, John
Keler, John O'Neil and Peter McQuin. They were sent
to the Essex Market Police Court this morning and held to
bail to keep the peace. Gallager is yet in charge of the
Police. The priest was said to be seriously injured. There
was a rumor to the effect that he had been regularly de-
posed, and consequently had no authority to act in the ca-
pacity of a priest.

NEW-JERSEY ITIEMS.

A New MINERAL.—Mr, Henry Wurtz of this city, who
has recently been appointed State Mineralogist on the Ge-
ological Survey, discovered, a few days since, in the guar-
ries of Mr. Alyea, near Newark, a substance which, on
analysis, proves to be a new mineral, " It wasgifound in
thin flakes between the layers of sandstone, and having
an extraordinary resemblance in many respects to white
paper.

.FROM AN EMIGRANT TO KANSAS.

Correspondence of The N. Y. Tribune.
Kansas TERRITORY, Tuesday, July 25, 1854,

I have spent twelve days in the Territory of Kansas,
traveling extensively in it. ¥ have conversed with
many intelligent men who live within and near its bor-
der, and having thus gained some important informa-
tion respecting its resources, capabilities, and espe-
cially its prospects in regard to Slavery, I wish to fay
it before your readers, with a view of encouraging em-
igration hither.

I have not time at present to enter into a detailed

account of the resources and capabilities of this new |
country, but I wish to speak now more especially of |

the relation of Slavery to Kansas, and of the dufy of
all lovers of Freedom in the premiseg, promising here-
after, if you desire, to give a particular description of
soil, &e. I will, however, say that the country, in an
agricultural point of view, is rich beyond comparison,
containing much of the best soil in the world, capable
of producing hemp, wheat, cats, rye, barley, potatoes,
&ec., in rich abundance; that it is especially adapted
to the immensely profitable business of stock-raising
in all its varieties; that the climate is peculiarly
healthy; that no case of fever and ague has ever been
known heyond a few miles from the Missouri border;
that springs of the purest water abound; that there
are no swamps or stagnant waters; that whatever ma-
laria may arise from the opening of the turf will be
carried away by the fine breezes which blow over the
land regularly every day; that the scarcity of timber
(enough, however, for present wants, and that of the
best kind)isin a great measure obviated by the abun-
dance of most excellent rock and clay; and that the
country affords reliable indications of possessing much
mineral wealth, are facts well established and beyond
successful contradiction. Everything fnvites the set-
tler into this country—sure rewards of his daily labor
and the prospect of gaining a comfortable livelihood,
and even a fortune, with half the labor expended in the
less genial climes of the East.

But I have serious fears that these fair lands will
be cursed with Slavery and all its attendant evils. My
only hepe is in the organized effort that has beén begun-
in the East. I wish to impress the Jovers of Freedom
everywhere with the solemn, earnest and lasting con-
viction of the truth of this proposition, that the only
way of preventing Slavery from gaining a foothold in
Kansas is a system of well-directed, united, organized
and perscvering action on the part of the men of the
North. The Pro-Slavery men throughout the country,
especially in Misgsouri, are silently watching the re-
sults of the organized attempts already made in the
East. They expect to see them end in bluster, like
their own talk, and then they will take possession of
the land in the name of Slavery, and will laugh at
your weakness. Though they hope that such
will be the issue, yet they fear very much the
contrary. Hence they are doing all in their
power- to prevent the accomplishment of the
objects of the Northern people, often resorting to the
most despicable and cowardly means. They attempt
to frighten persons from the free States, by show of
revolvers and bowie knives. In this way they have
actually driven off some families from the elaimsg
which they had staked out and settled upon. “As you
well know, they have got up frequent meetings alon
the border of this Territory, in which Col. A. an
Major B. figured most largely ; at which thousands are
represented as attending and passing ‘¢ glorious” reso-
lutions, wherein they monopolize all this Territory,
taking a sort of oath of allegiance to protect them-
selves and ‘‘ their property of whatever description,”
and outlawing all persons from the free States. Now,
these meetings are the easiest things in the world—
they are nothing but smap meetings, and they show
nothing more clearly than the weakness of the slaveites.
I have made inquiries respecting them, and found that
in some instances, there were no meetings at all, but
only concocted in the brain of some editor, who has
nothing better to do than to glorify the institution of
Slavery. In no instance has there been any respecta-
ble gathering of the people. In fact, thege meetings
misrepresent the sentiments of a large majority of the
people of Missouri, as I have been informed by in-
telligent men who live in this State, and who have
slavery prejudices. To show you the nature of these
meetings, and the character of the men engaged in
them, I will relate to you an anecdote which occurred
at one held at Westport. One doughty gentleman
made a speech, in which he boasted of the mighty
deeds he would do in behalf of Slavery, and especially
to prevent the East from *‘ pauperizing” the Territory
of Kanras. Among other things, he said he had a-
claim at the forks of the Kansas River, and he gave
notice to all Hoosiers, Buckeyes, Yankees and Free
Soilers, ¢ That they had better not come into that
‘“‘region—for the atmosphere would be too hot for
‘“‘them.” The fact is, he had no claim there what-
ever, for the land in that region has been reserved by
the Government for military purposes, and no claimant
is permitted to séttle there. I saw an article the
other day in a Western paper, which is decidedly rich.
It had just come to the knowledge of the editor that
the North was making a powerful effort to secure
Kansas to Freedom; that a large company have been
formed, and that under the guidance of Eli Thayer of
Worcester, Mass., it was to start for Kansas on the
first of August. The editor remarked that certain
¢ gubstantial citizens” of Weston would give any man
two hundred dollars to bring Eli Thayer to that town.
This is simply contemptible, and is worth nothing more
than to ehow what manner of stuff some of the slave-
ites are made of. I never can believe that the North
is to be frightened by any such demonstrations as these.
Let the people there distinctly understand, that these,
and such as these, are the enly means which the slave-
ites can employ in warding off the emigration of Free-
men. They are the merest bravado and bluster in the
world. No serious obstacle will be interposed to the
settlement of Kansas by the people of the free States,

You may be assured of that fact.

The slaveites see the handwriting on the wall, and
the only hope they have is, that all these efforts at the
North ‘will die out of themselves. If they find that
the North iz determined, they will quietly submit to
‘‘manifest destiny.”” To prove to you that my opinion
is well-founded in this respect, I will relate one or
two circumstances that came to my knowledge. One
gentleman from the North, who intends to settle in
Kansas, stopped a few days in Independence. At the
hotel there was a number of slaveholders of the
Jire-eating order. There was no restraint upon the
conversation, it not being known that any Northerner
was present. The opinion was generally expressed
that there was no hope for Slavery in Kansas, owing
to the movements in the free States.

I know it to be a fact that very few slaveholders
have carried their slaves into Kansas. One man,
whom I know, remarked that he would not be so fool-
ish as to bring his slaves there with the present pros-
pect before him.

A few days ago, a slaveholder started from St. Jo-
seph with ‘‘his property,” (three slaves) intending to
settle near the Wakarusa. I met him on his refurn
home. He said he was disappointed in the character
of the country; whereas before that he had known all
about the country, having visited it often. The fact is,
he was disappointed in the character of the settlers in
that region, theéy being, for the most part, from the
free States.

A meeting of the settlers at the Wakarusa was held
a short time since, at which certain slaveites from the
border counties of Missouri were present with strong
pro-Slavery resolutions in their pockets. They did
mot dare to offer them, On the centrary, resolutions in-

viting settlers from all patts of the country wers
almost wnanimously passed. These facts are import-
ant. I have many more of like nature, but I muststay
at present. 5 :

1t is my present hope that the just expectations of
the gaod people of Kansas will not be disappointed.
Let the North come boldly and quickly to the rescue,
and not leave the few freemen in this Territory to fight
single-handed and at fearful odds the battles of Free-
s«dom. The border counties of Missouri can pour into
the Territory a horde of desperate men on any emer-
gency, and they will do so when the time of voting

. comes, although confrary to all law and right. Tet

the North send forth its legions -armed for Freedom
and ready to do good service in her cause. PIONEER,

INTERESTING FROM NEW-MEXICO.

The late western mail brings a file of Tke Santa Fé¢ Ga-
zelte to the 1st July, from which we make the following
extracts:

GEN. GARLAND 1N -Towxn.—Gen. Garland arrived in
Santa Fé, from his recent trip to El Paso, Thursday, the
22d inst., and for the present will have his headquufters
here. Major Nichols and Capt. Easton arrived a day or
two afterward. .

DESTRUCTIVE FIRE IN SANTA Fr—LARGE AMOUNT OF
ProPERTY DESTROYED.—Santa F'é was visited, last Sat-
urday evenin‘g, by the most destructive fire that has oc-
curred here for several years. It broke out about 10}
o’clock, in the store owned by Mr. Messervy on the south
cast corner of the place opposite the Exchange. It next
communicated to the store occupied by Preston Beck,
which was destroyed with nearly all the contents. The
store of Owens & Estes then took fire, and was also des-
troyed, but they were fortunate enough to save nearly the
whole of their stock of goods. Here the flames were
stayed by pulling down the portals and taking the roofs off
the adjoining buildings. The loss of Mr. Messervy, who
owned the three store houses, will not be over $3,000. M.
Beck will loose about $18,000, and Owens & Estes a few
hundred, caused by the damatge to the goods in removing
them.- The back buildings of the store adjoining that of
Owens & Estes, and occupied by Abrams Rossenthall
were burnt, but the{l succeeded in saving nearly the whole
of their goods, and their loss is only a few hundred dollars.
The store in which the fire originated was being repaired,
and it broke out in one of the back rooms in which was a
quantity of shavings, and by some is supposed to have
been the work of an incendiary. If the wind had not
abated and changed its course and the mos} strenuous ex-
ertions made, the whole square would have been burnt
down.

ARRIVAL OF OFFICERS FROM THE FRONTIER PosTs.—
Lieut.-Col. Cooke, from Fort Union, and Lieuts. Davidson
and Moore, from Taos, were in town the fore part of the
week, but have returned again to their posts.

TeE PROGREsS OF THE JICARILLA WAR.—We have
nothing new, of a warlike character, since the issue of our
last paper. In looking over the military transactions for
the last two months we find that we have unintentionall
omitted to do full justice to Lieut.-Col. Cooke. This gal-
lant officer was lett in command at head-quarters during
the absence of General Garland, since the first week in
May, and had the direction of the campaign. The numer-
ous expeditions that have gone into the field show how ac-
tive he has been. He dispatched Lieut. Bell down the
eastern frontier of the Territory toeward the Mescalero
Country, who completely scourged that region, and he
also set on foot the expedition into the Rock Mountains
after the Apaches, and which Major Carlton so gallantly
carried out. We likewise learn that Col. Cooke, a few
days ago, sent another expedition into the field under
Major Blake, to pursue the Apaches who are said to be
collecting near Fort Massachusetts. We have learned an
interesting fact in relation to the fight at Ojo Caliente
Creek, that we were not before aware of. It appears the
Indians had selected that place for agl;aneral fight, as it
was very strong in front, and could not be turned without
a march of several miles. Col. Cooke saw this, and re-
solved to foil them by a bold manceuvre. He ordered
Lieut. Bell, with his dragoens, to charge up the rocky
ledge—which he performed in fine style—the horses elam-
bering over almost inaccessible rocks—and dashing into
the front line of the enemy, drove them from their position.
This saved & general fight, and no doubt preserved many
valuable lives. We gladly make these corrections, in
reference to Col. Cooke, because we desire to award to
each one his full merit. ’

Tuag MiLITIA CALLED INTO ACTIVE SERVICE.—In view
of the continuation of hostilities with the Indians, and re-
cent depredations committed on the eastern frontiers of
the Territory, his Excellency, the acting Governor, on the
20th May, ordered out four hundred of the militia—two
hundred in San Miguel, and the same number in the Coun-
ty of Rio Arriba. The number required were taken by
draft, from the body of the citizens, who are also to arm
and equip themselves. In the brigade of Rio Arriba, the
two hundred called for were soon under arms, and some
days ago took the field under the command of Brigadier-
General Chaves. We have no news from the seat of war
since they marched, but are looking daily for information
as to the manner in which the campaign pregresses. In San
Migucl, there has been some_little difficulty in filling up
the ranks of the battalion ordered out from that county,

and at the last accounts received from that quarter, they
had not marched to the frontiers. We are sorry to see an
unwillingness manifested by any of our citizens to turn
out, and we hope there will be no further difficulty in fill-
ing up the ranks to the required number.

ﬁ'here seems to be a mistaken ieea in relation to the ne-
cessity of the militia responding to the call of the Gover-
nor. The law is implicit and plain upon that point, and
all are obliged to Ob,.;{ the orders given, or suffer the con-
sequences of a refusal, which are fine and imprisonment.
Every citizen is as much amenable to the militia law as
any other law of the Territory, and itisas much a duty
to obey it. If a people will not turn out under arms and
defend their own families and property, they deserve no
assistance from the strong arm of the Government, and

will be very likely to be sufferers by their disobedience.

waters of the Apishapan and Purgatory rivers, to the
vicinity of Fisher's peak in the Raton Nountains, where
they surprised twenty-two lodges of the enemy on the 5th
of June. All their horses but two were captured, and the
whole of their provisions and camp equipage; and a few
were killed and wounded. The Indians scattered in all
directions, and were pursued by the troops, but without
success, The. country the command marched through
was very rough and mountainous, and in some places the
snow was four feet deep. Kit Carson was the guide of
the command, and the Pueblo Indians of Captain Quinn's
company led the trail. The troops returned to Taos the
11th instant. This was the hardest expedition during the
war, and those who were engaged in it deserve much
eredit for the manner in which they carried it out. We
have heard the conduct of Major Carlton and officers
spoken of in high terms; and also the good serviee the

ueblo Indians rendered, greatly commended.
