Ohjection was made on behalf
of the City to Mr. Munday, who has been called, sitting as
a juror, as he resided in the Tweuticth Ward, and he was
withdrawn. Various objections were set up by counsel
for defense, such as that the case should not be tried in a
Ward Court before six jurors, but in a higher court, be-
fore twelve jurors; also that the Board of Excise of the
ward having refused to grant any licenses, the defendant,
if he did g0, had a right to sell without license, he having
had a license previous to 1st May.

1t wes shown that the defendant keeps a saloon and bar
room at No. 463 Hudson st. A witness named Mathews
testified to having gone to the bar-room of defendant,
bought brandy and paid for it—tasted it and knew it to be
brandy. [Onthe cross-examination witness stated that he
was a native of Ireland. When he first came here kept in
a dry goods store; was diccharged because he had pawned
some goods which were given to him by another clerk;
was arrested and taken to the Tombs; glead guilty of petit
larceny, and was sent six months to the penitentiary; am
employed by Mr. Bush as a collector; wentto the bar-room
of gefindant with a view to ascertaining whether or nothe
gold liguor, at suggestion of Mr. B., who gave me the mon-
ey to pay for what I called for; was not promised anything
for my trouble, &ec.] -

A young man named Fitzhugh Smith testified to having
bought at the bar-room of defendant a shilling’s worth of
brandy, on the 8th of June, smelled it and knew it to be
Yiquor. [On the cross-examination this witness testified to
being 18 years of age; belongs to the Young Ken's Ninth
Ward Temperance Association; went round with a young
man named Carson on Sunday to ascertain who sold liquor
without license; did so at the request of Mr. Bush; some
of the young men belenging to the association visit the
different bar-rooms with a view to finding out whether or

" mnot they sell liquor.]b

The case having been concluded, Mr. Russell, counsel
for defence move§ to dismiss the complaint on the ground
that it had been shown that defendant did not have a
license. Mr. Haskell for plaintiff, insisted that if he had
a license the burden of ﬂroof rested upon him to produce
it. The Court sustained the point.

The case was then given to the Jury, the only question
for their consideration being whether or not defendant had
sold liquor without license. If he had then verdict must
be to that effect.

The Jury retired at 4 o’clock, Monday afternoon. - At 8
in the evening they came into Court, asking for further
imstructions, when they again retired with orders to bring
in a sealed verdict yesterday merning at 9 o’clock. They
remained in deliberation all night without having been
able to agree, and on the Court opening yesterday, at the
hour above stated, they were brought in, stated that they
could not agree, and were discharged.
